Dear Beginning AND Advanced Orchestra/Band parents and guardians:
Our Spring Concert will be on Thursday, June 4th.  The in-school concert will be at 9:30 AM in the TRES cafeteria.  The evening concert will be at 7 PM in the Glenelg High School Auditorium.  Students have been working toward this for quite a while, and are very excited to perform their second concert of the year!  The in-school performance will be for all TRES students, but relatives are welcome to attend if they are unable to attend the evening concert.  Below, you will find information about dress for the concert, report times and locations, and music we will perform.  

Report Time/Location for the Evening Concert on June 4th:

Students should report to Glenelg High School (14025 Burntwoods Rd, Glenelg, MD) no later than 6:15 PM.  When entering the parking lot, please turn RIGHT and enter through the Fine Arts entrance. Please DO NOT enter through the main entrance. All Band students should report to the Chorus Room (room is to the right of the auditorium).  All Orchestra students should report to the Band Room (room is to the left of the auditorium).  Parents/Guardians should report to these locations after the concert to pick up their students.
Concert Attire for BOTH CONCERTS (day and evening):


White button down shirt/blouse


Black pants/skirts (skirts should be below the knee when sitting)


Black socks/stockings


Black dress shoes

***Students will need to wear their concert attire for both performances (day and evening)
